Meeting to Order (Mike Smith) 



Welcome – Call to Order at 7:09 am

Secretary Report: (Dianne Wells)
May minutes have been posted on the MESF website.  Dianne also introduced the new members of the 2009-10 Board:  Jami Delgado, Jana Kalinowski, John and Julie Patterson, Patricia Stark, and Cindy Valdes.
Treasurer’s Report (Mike Huntley) 

Mike noted that he and the ArtWalk Committee are finalizing receipts for reimbursement checks to the art moms.  A deposit check to the OC Fairgrounds has been made for the 2009 Fall Fundraiser.  In addition, there was extra money (derived from the monies allocated for the emergency tarps) to use toward purchasing water bottles for emergency supplies.  Jen also suggested for the Budget sheet to include the separate administrative expenses from the program expenses.
Spring-ArtWalk (Nanci Terry)

Overall, the event is very popular with the school community.

4th of July (Meredith Cagle & Jana Kalinowski)

Meredith reported that the underwriting/sponsorships total is $11,450.  This year Meredith has placed more emphasis on company sponsorships, but has introduced the Community Star program.  In addition, only wristbands will be sold at the event, as opposed to selling tickets.  Barnaby, food vendors, and website online orders are all taking place.  The City NB has designed media pieces to promote the event; and the Daily Pilot and OC Family are also contributing advertising space to promote the event.  Homer Bludau, the City Manager, will be the Grand Marshal.  An Honorary Student Grand Marshal position has also been created for the parade. Also new this year is the event company, Jolly Jumps, will staff the booths for $660.00, saving the difficult task of finding volunteers.
Gift Card Program Report (Susan Marking)

Gift card program raised approximately $10,000 for school year 2009.  A suggestion was made that the gift card program continue, but on a monthly basis—giving more time to track sales and more time for community to make purchases.  Holiday purchases successful.  Susan concluded that there are still opportunities to enhance the gift card program.

Escrip (Lori Williams)
Lori is coordinating an eScrip drive to occur at future date at school.  She is incorporating the Ralph’s program with eScrip.  And, she will be present at the Kindergarten Orientation, June 11, to inform the new K parents of these fundraising opportunities at Mariners.
Mariners PTA Report (Nanci Terry)
The PTA Board is in the process of changing the Board positions.  They also made decision to drop the grades 1-3 P.E. teacher.  Instead, the teachers, using the CATCH program will teach P.E. to the lower grades.  Nanci reported that the PTA pays $185,000.00 in professional services.  The PTA decided to retain the Project Read program.
